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Meet our New Interim Pastor 

The Congregation Council met with Interim Pastor Lowell Bolstad and Synod Minister Randy Olson on 

June 14. The council concurred with the appointment by the bishop of Pastor Bolstad. He will start July 1, 

work ¾ time, and be on site Sundays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays, and other times as needed for 

occasional services and matters of some urgency.  

He was born in Plentywood, Montana where his parents owned a small farm and where his father worked 

in carpentry. When he was five, his family moved to Story City, Iowa where he grew up and graduated 

from high school. Post-secondary education took him to Waldorf Junior College in Forest City, Iowa; 

Concordia College in Moorhead, Minnesota; and Luther Seminary in St. Paul, MN. 

He served an open country two-point parish near Prairie Farm 1980-90. He took training from the Interim 

Ministry Network in 1990-91. From 1980 to the present, he has served in a total of 54 congregations. Five 

of those congregations he has served twice. Eight of those congregations are located in the Heart of the 

North Conference including Hayward and Spooner. This will be his 38th assignment.   

He served as convener of the Interim Ministry Gathering 1993-2013 and has served as synod reviewer for 

congregation constitutions since 2009.  

He lives alone and possesses no dependents. He owns a house in Rice Lake on Lakeshore Drive, while 

not lakefront, offers a lake view. He rehabbed the house to give it a rustic feel of a lake cabin. He turned 

both his back yard and front yard into garden plots.
